CAMPAIGN RULES ACKNOWLEDGMENT FORM


I. Student Handbook – all standards of conduct

a. Posting Policy: page 48 of Student Handbook 2005/2006
i. Get all posters and flyers approved by Creese Student Desk or RLO (for residence halls)
ii. Post only on bulletin boards and not on unapproved locations (sidewalks, benches, call boxes, glass, etc. are not approved)
iii. Do not use materials such as tape or glue that will damage the surface where you are posting (see page 48 of Student Handbook)
b. Dishonesty: page 44
c. Any student who uses false information to damage another candidate’s character will be removed from the election, and charges may be filed.
II. USGA Ethical Standards
a. An officer shall not apply undue influence upon or otherwise intimidate fellow officers so as to cause them to make a decision or to commit or omit any action that they would not normally have intended.
b. An officer shall not intentionally damage another student’s character by giving false or insupportable information about the student.
III. Elections Committee Rules
a. All campaigns are expected to be in accordance with Drexel’s policies stated in the University Handbook
b. All campaigns are expected to adhere to the laws of the city, state or nation in which the candidate campaigns 

c. Candidates must have equal opportunity to campaign on Drexel property, including physical and electronic, even if Drexel only exercises partial ownership

d. Candidates must receive prior consent before campaigning on private property 

e. Candidates may not use USGA resources to assist in campaigning


1.   This includes, but is not limited to, the following: USGA computers, USGA office supplies, USGA social networking groups, USGA office space, USGA logo or USGA monies

2.   The USGA will not reimburse candidates for any campaign expenses

f. Campaigns can not use sexually explicit material or material that is demeaning to others

g. Digital Campaigning

1.   Candidates may use any digital or online technology to campaign as long as prior consent has been received from the owner of the technology

2.   In the event that a candidate has ownership, either full or partial, of technology, candidates may use the technology as they see fit as long as it does not violate University policy or any other laws of the city, state or nation in which they campaign

h. Candidates are under no obligation to promote any other candidates on any private property on which they receive permission to campaign

i. University faculty and staff can not promote, endorse or defame specific candidates. They must promote all candidates running for all positions equally 
j. USGA will not reimburse for campaign expenses

k. Applications must be completed in FULL by the designated deadline, or you will not be placed on the ballot

l. Violations of the campaign rules may result in removal from the ballot and/or from office

m. An individual can only run for one position

IV. Drexel Computing Policies
A. See the requirements listed in Drexel’s Student Handbook on pages 29-30.
1. Disruption of or interference with the Drexel network, including of chain mail, mail reflectors, list-serves, mass e-mails, e-mail bombs or any activities that create or propagate viruses, waste system resources or overload the Drexel network with excessive data
